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What do Housing Associations do?
Housing Associations are independent from the City Coucil. We let
houses and flats at reasonable rent levels to people in housing need.
Some also provide homes for shared ownership. Associations also
build new houses and modernise old ones.

What are Housing Associations?
We are non-profit making organisations and many are registered
charities. We get funding from central government to subsidise the
cost of building and modernising homes.

How can I get a house or flat?
Look at the inserts in this leaflet for information on Associations that
offer the sort of housing you need. Contact them and ask to apply to
their waiting list. Housing Associations welcome applications from
people from all communities, who are in housing need.
